3. A Note About Children. We do not intentionally gather Personal Data from visitors who are under the 

age of 13.

Please note that any Personal Data you include on a public area of the Site will be publicly 

viewable. Once displayed publicly, that information can be collected and used by others. We 

cannot control who reads your postings or what other users may do with the information that 

you voluntarily post, so it is very important that you do not put data such as private contact 

information which you do not want to make available to the public in your posts.
